ARAB ORIGINS TO PRESENT DAY PROPHECIES

     Because of a growing Arab-religious fanaticism threatening Israel (and a growing nuclear threat within this sector); we, as students of scripture, are especially interested in the unfolding of prophecies concerning the Arab population, especially as we view how frightening this all is to the world. Who were the earliest Arabs, and can we trace their people collectively through the fabric of history using our bibles?
     Does understanding their cultural make-up help us to know why the Arab peoples espouse such a fierce and God-dishonoring collection of doctrines and frightening beliefs? Are there specific end-time prophecies that relate to them?
     Many of you have already examined these issues and can contribute much to a classroom discussion.

4. Who were some of the more positive characters emerging from the Arab lines of lineage?
5. Do the lines of lineage become too clouded to provide any clear connections through to this day?
6. Does "closeness" to their father Abraham provide clues to future Arab blessings regarding possessing land legally?
7. How does the 83rd Psalm provide help and courage during a fearful time such as now?
8. What other prophetic texts provide hope for the legitimate Arab people?
